Hearing and Balance Center Acquires
State-of-the-Art Equipment

New computer based equipment from
ICS Medical Corporation allows for
rapid and accurate testing of balance
disorders. Both the standard
electronystagmography (ENG)and the
more advanced vidoenystagmography
(VNG) are available. In VNG, special
goggles containing infra-red cameras
record eye movements 30 to 60 times
per second. Results are recorded in
standard video format and can be
played back for review. Computer
algorithms analyze individual images
of the eyes and provide comparisons
tonormative data. VNG is more robust
than ENG and provides a number of
advantages, including the elimination
of “noise” signal often found in ENG.
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
