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As a member of the WVU School of Medicine Class of 2002 I participated in an international health elective to Kampala, Uganda. Kampala is the capital of Uganda and home of Makerere University. April 2002 was the first time that a group from WVU visited Kampala. Our group was led by Dr. Slusher and included two pediatric residents and two 4th year medical students. We saw pediatric patients with diseases you may never see as a physician in a first-world country. The spirit of the physicians, families, and community members providing health care with such scant resources was amazing. The experience left a deep appreciation for health care as we know it and a desire to serve those areas of the world that are not as fortunate.
